Demons, GHOSTS, MONSTeRrS ano Mummies

28 Weeks Later (LR DVD T1156)

Almost seven months after the Rage virus has annihilated the inhabitants of the London and the British Isles, the
U.S. Army declares that the war against infection has been won, and that the reconstruction of the country can
begin. In the first wave of returning refugees, a family is reunited, but one of them unwillingly carries a terrible
secret. The virus is not yet dead, and this time, it is more dangerous than ever

The Island of Dr. Moreau (LR DVD Is411)

Dr. Moreau is brilliant geneticist on the brink of superseding evolution. When a U.N. diplomat visits the island
laboratory he discovers experiments turning animal life forms into human-like beasts. The beasts revolt,
threatening not only the island but ultimately all mankind

Sleepy Hollow (LR DVD SI251)
In this version of Washington Irving's classic tale, Ichabod Crane is an eccentric investigator sent to Sleepy Hollow
to probe a series of murders allegedly committed by a headless horseman

Rosemary’s Baby (LR DVD R7221)
After unwittingly becoming friendly with a coven of witches and warlocks, a young wife is impregnated by the Devil

Shaun of the Dead (LR DVD Sh1119)
When flesh eating zombies go on the hunt for a bite to eat, it is up to Shaun and his best pal to save their friends
and family from becoming the next entrée

Interview with the Vampire (LR DVD In1119)
A young aristocrat with a conscience (Pitt) tells the story of how he was lured by the vampire, Lestat (Cruise), into
the immortality of the damned

The Bride of Frankenstein (LR DVD B7612a)
Baron Frankenstein is blackmailed by Dr. Praetorious into reviving his monster and building a mate for it

Dracula (LR VHS D7812)
Timeless tale of the infamous count and the lovely Eva. Filmed simultaneously with the English version and with the
same sets and script, but with a different focus and atmosphere

Frankenstein (LR DVD F8511a)
Dr. Frankenstein dares to tamper with life and death by creating a human monster in his laboratory but his dreams
of perfection are thwarted when the monster becomes an uncontrollable beast

The Exorcist (LR DVD Ex751)
A young girl becomes possessed by the devil and causes several violent deaths before she can be cured

Beetlejuice (LR DVD B392)
A couple of likable ghosts contact the afterlife's bio-exorcist to rid their home of a trendy New York family that
moves in

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The Old Dark House (LR VHS OI116)

Five persons in the house-- strangers cut off from the world by thunderstorms and landslide. Terror of the
unknown draws them together, makes them open their pasts to each other. Then, as the excitement reaches its
peak, when the girl, alone on the stairs, finds the drunken monster lurching toward her

The Sixth Sense (LR DVD Si951)
A child psychologist attempts to help a frightened 8 year-old boy who is experiencing terrifying visions of the dead

The Hunger (LR VHS H8951)

Miriam, an ageless vampire, spends her time prowling Manhattan's trendiest nightspots in search of new blood.
John, her partner of 200 years, inexplicably begins to age at an accelerated pace. A scientist is called upon to try to
save John and gets pulled into their triangle of sex, blood and desire

Blacula (LR DVD B1132)
An African prince stalks the city streets to satisfy his desire for blood

Scream, Blacula, scream (LR DVD Scr1111)
Story of voodoo power versus vampire fury when a crazed member of a voodoo cult unwittingly summons the true
prince of darkness, Dracula's bloodbrother, from his eternal grave

Graveyard Tramps (LR DVD C904)

They’ll love the very life out of your body! A powerful cosmic force is turning earth women into queen bees who kill
men by wearing them out sexually. This wonderfully enjoyable campy sci-fi film was called a Guilty pleasure by
Siskel and Ebert.

Nosferatu the Vampyre (LR DVD N8416)
Jonathan Harker, against the wishes of his wife, departs on a journey over the Carpathian Mountains to arrange a
real estate transaction for Count Dracula, with tragic results.

Twilight (LR DVD T1214)

Isabella Swan moves to gloomy Forks, Washington to live with her father. She becomes fascinated by Edward
Cullen, who holds a dark secret which is only known by his family. James, a new vampire, finds it a challenge to
hunt Bella down for her irresistible blood. Now, the game is on and James will not stop until she is killed.

The Tomb of Ligeia: An Evening of Edgar Allen Poe (LR DVD T585)
The tomb of Ligeia is the story of a dead wife who comes back as a ferocious cat on a deadly game of cat and

mouse with her husband's new wife. An evening of Edgar Allan Poe features Vincent Price narrating four of Edgar
Allan Poe's most horrifying classics.

Vampyr (LR VHS V251)

A subtle, disturbing version of the vampire legend. A young man attempts to find and kill a vampire that has
assumed the form of an old woman.

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The Birds (LR DVD B525)
When Melanie Daniels rolls into Bodega Bay in pursuit of eligible bachelor Mitch Brenner, the small California town
is inexplicably attacked by thousands of birds

The Wolf Man (LR DVD W1122)
A man who returns to the family estate to take over affairs there risks becoming a victim of the centuries-old curse
of the werewolf

Night of the Living Dead (LR DVD N5613)

A simple, peaceful countryside is being terrorized by killer zombies with only one thing on their minds--destroy all
humans. A small stronghold of survivors must hold the zombies at bay outside an old, abandoned house for any
future hope of humanity

Invasion of the Body Snatchers (LR VHS In52)
This science fiction film depicts the citizens of a small town being invaded and replaced by unfeeling clones. One
couple becomes the last defenders of normal humanity

The Shining (LR DVD Sh625)
A young boy and his parents spend the winter in a resort hotel which is possessed by ghosts.

Carrie (LR DVD C233)

Carrie White is a shy young girl who doesn't make friends easily. An aggressive girl who has been banned from the
prom plans a trick to embarrass Carrie in front of the whole school. What she doesn't realize is that Carrie is gifted,
and you really don't want to get her angry.

The Thing from Another World (LR VHS T3428)
A team of scientists, investigating a magnetic disturbance near the North Pole, discovers a disc-shaped object and
some sort of man-like creature frozen beneath the ice

Creepshow (LR DVD C8655)
Five shocking yarns, each a virtuoso exercise in the ghouls-and-gags style of classic '50s horror comics.

The Fall of the House of Usher (LR VHS F192)
An innocent couple becomes trapped in a dark mansion in this nightmare of terror

Nosferatu: a Symphony of Horror (LR DVD N89412a)
The first vampire movie (1922). Count Orlock (Nosferatu, the vampire) leaves his castle in the Carpathians and
travels by ship to Bremen, bringing coffins filled with dirt and plague rats, where he is destroyed by sunlight.

Whatever happened to baby Jane? (LR DVD W556)
In a decaying Hollywood mansion, Jane Hudson, a former child star, and her sister Blanche, a movie queen forced
into retirement after a crippling accident, live in virtual isolation

their dead daughter

Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde (LR DVD D7821)

Dr. Jekyll, an idealistic London doctor, has a weakness for experiments which take him to the boundaries of human
consciousness and experience. When Sir George Carew, father of the girl Jekyll loves, accuses him of being afraid of
temptation, he finds a drug which allows him to separate the evil side of his personality from the good; as Edward
Hyde, he embarks upon a career of crime

Plan 9 from Outer Space (LR VHS P6914)
Aliens preparing Earth for the final invasion.

Tales of Terror (LR DVD T1445)

Vincent Price stars in all three episodes, including Morella, in which a man is haunted after blaming his young
daughter for the death of his wife. In The Black Cat, a pair of illicit lovers are buried alive by a jealous husband, and
in The Case of M. Valdemar, a sorcerer's spell backfires when he sentences an innocent man to living hell.

The Tenant (LR VHS T2513)
A clerk rents a decrepit flat. The flat's previous occupant had leaped to her death from its window.

Vertigo (LR DVD V6222)

Scottie Ferguson, a San Francisco police detective, is forced to retire when a freak accident gives him a severe case
of acrophobia. Ferguson is hired by a rich shipbuilder to follow his wife who is behaving suspiciously and might be
planning suicide. He falls in love with her, she is later murdered and Ferguson becomes obsessed in his desire to re-
create her in another woman.

SeRIAL KILLeRS

House of Wax (1953) and Mystery of the Wax Museum (1933) (LR DVD H8147)

House of Wax: classic horror film about an insane sculptor that builds a wax museum out of things formerly alive.
Mystery of the wax museum: A deranged wax sculptor who almost loses his life in a fire set by his partner. Instead
of dying in the blaze, he returns for revenge, hiding his horribly disfigured face behind a wax mask.

Psycho (LR VHS P9581 or LR DVD P9581a ** DVD ON AV CENTER RESERVE)
Horror melodrama in which a woman disappears after spending the night in an isolated motel which adjoins an
eerie Victorian mansion, inhabited by a disturbed young man and his mother.

Saw (LR DVD Sal1113)

Obsessed with teaching his victims the value of life, a deranged, sadistic serial killer abducts the morally wayward.
Once captured, they must face impossible choices in a horrific game of survival. The victims must fight to win their
lives back, or die trying.

Onibaba (LR VHS On411)
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In war-ravaged medieval Japan, a peasant woman and her daughter eke out an existence by murdering soldiers. A
crafty warrior seduces the girl and manages to save his life until her mother takes revenge.

QUIRKY anb FuUN

Rocky Horror Picture Show (LR DVD R5911)

A mixture of fantastical rock opera and horror movie spoof. A couple of ordinary kids have car trouble one dark and
rainy night and knock on the door of a looming gothic mansion. They are stunned to learn that they have stumbled
into an ongoing convention of kinky characters, hosted by Dr. Frank-N-Furter, a mad scientist from the planet
Transsexual.

The Nightmare Before Christmas (LR DVD N571)
The story of Jack Skellington who decides to bring the magic of Christmas back to Halloween Town.

It’s the Great Pumpkin, Charlie Brown (LR DVD It65)
It's Halloween, and all of the high spirited Peanuts gang are off on their respective "scare-raising" adventures

Gremlins (LR DVD G1145)

Billy Peltzer's father buys him a new cuddly pet. But heed these three warnings: Don't ever get him wet. Keep him
away from bright light. And the most important thing, the one thing you must never forget: no matter how much
he cries, no matter how much he begs ... never, never feed him after midnight.

Casper and Friends (LR DVD C268)
The friendly ghost -- A haunting we will go -- Spooking about Africa -- There's good boos to-night -- Yankee Doodle
donkey -- Ants in the plants -- Bunny mooning -- The little stranger

Corpse Bride (LR DVD C797)

Victor has messed up his vows during a wedding rehearsal, and is traveling through the woods, reciting his vows.
He stops to rest in the woods, and while practicing, he finally gets them right and ceremoniously puts the wedding
ring on a finger-shaped stick in the ground and says his wedding vows. The stick turns out to be the rotted finger of
a murdered girl who has returned as a zombie and insists that she is now Victor's lawfully wedded wife.

Are You Afraid of the Dark? TV Series: Freaky Favorites (LR DVD Ar1115)
The Midnight Society is a group of young adolescents who gather together at night to share ghost stories and urban
legends... based in part on their real-life experiences.

Young Frankenstein (LR VHS Y812)

Young Frankenstein, a successful surgeon trying to live down his grandfather's reputation, visits the family castle in
Transylvania. After puttering around in the laboratory, he and his assistant create a scatter-brained but good-
hearted monster

Bud Abbott & Lou Costello meet Frankenstein (LR VHS B8521)
A comic horror film in which Abbott and Costello encounter Frankenstein's monster, Dracula and a mad scientist
